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Two years ago, we 
embarked on a mission to 
bring the Dowerin GWN 
Machinery Field Days 
into the 21st century, to 
ensure WA’s icon rural 
event retained long-
term relevance for both 
exhibitors and visitors. It was quite a task, in the 
face of rampant rising costs and a long term 
drop in rural population, not to mention hideous 
drought conditions, which sadly still affect some 
wheatbelt shires.

Some of the major changes included the first 
rises in site costs for a decade and the switch 
to a two day format. (NB: Future price increases 
will be minimal, based on the annual CPI). 
We also made a deliberate move to be open 
and accountable to our exhibitors, including 
publishing visitor numbers, which, with the 
change to two days, as expected, remained 
static at 16,000, (this figure does not include 
children or exhibitors). 

The introduction of mining machinery in 2007 
was not strictly a success, however, after 
consultation with several companies and 
agreement that it generally takes three years 
to establish such a change,  we have decided 
to continue with the concept, moving mining 
equipment into the general machinery sites and 
providing free demonstration space if required.

We also took notice of visitor feedback and the 
need for the event to be exciting, (something 
happening all the time), introducing the 4WD 
course,  mini conferences, the Heliwest live

display and much needed changes to the 
eastern and Leisure & Outdoor areas (works 
still in progress).

I would also like 
to mention the enormous support offered to us, 
by the new, energetic teams at Countryman 
and GWN, (whilst not for one minute forgetting 
RadioWest and the ABC), their new-found 
enthusiasm for the field days, is an inspiration 
to both our staff and the board.

Information

Damage To Blocks
Exhibitors shall be responsible for any damage to 
blocks, water pipes & electricity cables running 
through their blocks. Holes more than 5cm in 
diameter in the grassed oval and hockey field are 
not permitted. It is your responsibility to inform your 
marquee providers.

Danger
When erecting marquees, digging holes or driving posts 
into the ground, please be aware of red lines marked on 
the ground. These red lines represent danger. Power, 
telephone, water pipes and cables are underground in 
this area.

Displays
All displays must be in place by 5pm on Tuesday 26th 
August 2008 and must not be removed before 5.00pm 
28th August 2008. The Field Days are not open at 
night. Please note that late arrivals of displays (that is 
after 5pm Tuesday, August 26th) will only be allowed 
by prior arrangement with the Event Coordinator.

Electricity
